the consecrated host, it still has the physical
appearance of bread. Similarly, the conse-
crated wine does not have the appearance of
the Blood of Christ. But, trying to reconcile
our rational mind with our physical senses is
not what is necessary to be able to accept
that Jesus is really and truly present in the
Eucharist.

Our rational minds can help us, but, ulti-
mately, what is necessary is “faith.” Maybe
you are familiar with a beautiful Latin hymn
whose words were written by St. Thomas
Aquinas. It begins, Tantum ergo Sacramen-
tum. There's a beautiful line that goes like
this: “Faith for all defects supplying, where the
feeble senses fail.” Itis a reminder that even,
when our senses fail us, faith steps in and
protects us against our doubts.

Think of this gospel passage the next time
you are faced with the temptation to doubt the
Real Presence of Christ in the Eucharist.

Do you want to be among the disciples who
walk away? The Gospel tells us that many of
them left, returned to their former way of life,
and no longer accompanied Jesus. Jesus
asked the remaining disciples if they wanted
to leave. We are to stand with Simon Peter
who responded: “Master, to whom shall we
go? You have the words of eternal life. We
have come to believe and are convinced that
you are the Holy One of God.” Let us pray
that all of us are able to accept the mystery of
Jesus, and never walk away from him, who,
indeed, is the Bread of Life.

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Fr. Roberto Amoruso, a member of the Priestly Fraternity of the Missionaries of St. Charles Borromeo (a newly
created Society of Apostolic Life of Pontifical Right), took his first degree joining Rock Creek Council on March
26. Currently, he is on the faculty of the Avalon School, where he teaches religion, chemistry and Spanish.

Fr. Roberto comes to us via Kenya, Africa, where he spent 12 years serving as a chaplain, teacher, missionary
and social services director. He holds degrees from the Polytechnic University of Milan in agronomy and from

the Lateran University of Rome in philosophy and theology. Following his ordination, he taught high school re-
ligion and Italian in Rome and served as the school chaplain and director of campus ministry. It was during this
time that he perfected his skills as a skier and windsurfer, giving lessons during the winter and summer breaks.

In 1993, Fr. Roberto was called to teach chemistry at Queen of the Apostles Seminary while he established an
out-station for a large parish in Nairobi. His high school work continued at the Italian School of Nairobi Dante
Alighieri where he taught philosophy and history.

Moving into social services in 1997, Fr. Roberto worked with terminal AIDS patients, single mothers, orphans
and young men who had dropped out of school. He also conducted a Distant Adoption program linked to sev-
eral parishes in Italy. His last post in Kenya was at Utalli College where he served as chaplain and taught Italian
in addition to the martial arts of Karate and Aikido at the school and in the parish where he lived. Along with his
pastoral and athletic skills, he is fluent in Italian, English, French, Kiswahili and Gikuyu, Latin, and has a reading
knowledge of Greek.

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Rock Creek Council has been blessed with the establish-
ment of two endowments left in honor of deceased mem-
bers. One endowment funds the Charles O’Hara Scholar-
ships for graduating students from elementary schools at
parishes we serve to attend Catholic high schools. The
second supports the Norman V. White Fellowships at the
School of Philosophy at The Catholic University of Amer-
ica for graduate study in ancient and medieval philosophy
in the Catholic classical tradition.

These two endowments were established through the
wills of the individuals involved. Another way to provide
for charitable giving is through the granting of life insur-
ance.

What Are Charitable Gifts of Life Insurance?

A qift of life insurance to charity may allow a donor to
make a substantial gift cost-effectively.

A donor has three basic choices in making a charitable
gift of life insurance:

1. The donor may give an existing policy to charity, in
which case all incidents of ownership should be assigned
to charity, and the charity named as policy beneficiary.

2. The donor may apply for a new policy on his life, with
the charity as the original policyowner and beneficiary,
subject to state insurable interest laws.

3. The donor may designate a charity as the beneficiary of
an existing policy that he or she continues to own, if no in-
come tax advantages are sought.

In situations (1) and (2), the donor may continue paying

the premiums or make annual gifts to the charity to enable
it to pay the premiums.

Advantages of Life Insurance Gifts

* A gift of life insurance may enable a donor to make a
substantial gift to charity cost-effectively.

* A gift of life insurance may allow retention of other as-
sets by the donor's family.

» Payment of the life insurance proceeds to charity are
made without the delays of probate.

* A gift of life insurance can be made without public record
if the donor so chooses.

* Premiums are usually deductible for income tax pur-
poses if the charity is the complete owner of the policy.

* The gift of a life insurance policy is usually fully deducti-
ble for federal gift and estate tax purposes.

A life insurance policy is often used in conjunction with a
charitable remainder trust. This type of trust can provide
current income tax benefits to the donor, an income to the
donor's survivor, and a generous deferred gift to the char-

ity.

If anyone is interested in making a charitable gift through
life insurance, they should seek legal or tax advice or
other expert assistance from a competent professional. A
first step is to speak to your Knights of Columbus Benefits
Advisor, Michael Patten at 240-305-6996.
